I arrived in Ha Noi near midnight Saturday June 18 after more than twenty
hours on airplanes and waiting at airports. After a couple of hours of rest, at
5 AM next morning I traveled to Thai Binh Province to serve the Lord at a
drug rehab center in the morning and at Thai Binh church in the afternoon.
Praise the Lord for his grace and deliverance on many drug addicts who had
been a burden for their families and the society. Those who invited Jesus
into their hearts and completed a rehab program are renewed physically and
spiritually. Many of them are now pastors who serve at various drug rehab
centers opened across Vietnam. The Vietnam government has officially
acknowledged the positive contribution of Christian organizations for their
role in the fight against the wide spread drug addiction problem.

During this week, I have been teaching an intensive class, eight hours each
day, to minority ethic pastors and missionaries of North CMA. Praise the Lord
for his providence and care even though the climate remains hot, humid,
and therefore very uncomfortable.

1. As soon as the class is over, I will visit my students’ ministry areas to
encourage them and their churches. Pray for a safe and fruitful
journey. After the trip, I will return to Ha Noi to fly to Malaysia for the
next leg of mission work. After Malaysia, I then return to Central and
South Vietnam.

2. Pray for the students who have just completed the training, their
respective ministries and families.

3. Pray for God’s work in North Vietnam.
