Dear Ministry Partners in the Kingdom of Christ:

After the intensive class for ethnic minority pastors and missionaries had
completed, I traveled to Lai Chau and Lao Cai to visit churches ministered by
students in my class. It took almost 9 hours to travel by bus from Hanoi to
Lai Chau, which shares a border with China. It was an eye opening
experience for me to mingle among people whose culture was very different
from mine. However, I felt very close to them because we all shared a
common identity: God’s children. The lessons gleaned from the trip also
helped me adjust the training content to better assist the trainees in their
respective ministries.

In the Hoa Binh province, last year I launched some trial economic projects
aimed at alleviating hardship among God’s servants and lay leaders. I loaned
them some money to raise chickens and pigs or to plant fruit trees or
vegetable. The Lord has blessed those projects above and beyond our
expectations. The living condition for project participants has noticeably
improved. God’s name was even praised among not-yet-Christian neighbors.

1. This morning I will fly to Malaysia for mission work before returning to
Vietnam.
2. Praise for remaining training sessions in Central and South Vietnam.
